Deadline for submission is
Saturday, March 15, 2025. You will receive an e-mail confirmation. If you do not receive
confirmation within one week, please email us.

Please
attend the awards presentation ceremony to receive your scholarship award in person. The
presentation ceremony is scheduled for Saturday, May 10, 2025.
